« STRICTLY NECESSARY COOKIES: These are cookies that are necessary for
the operation of our Website. They include, for example, cookies that
register the type and version of your browser and enable you to login
to view registration-only content. If you disable these cookies then the
Website will not function properly.

e ANALYTICAL/PERFORMANCE COOKIES: These allow us to recognise and count
the visitors to our Website and to see how visitors use our Website.
This helps us to improve the way our Website works, for example, by
ensuring that users find what they are looking for easily. If you do not
consent to the use of these cookies, please disable them following the
instructions in this Policy so that cookies from our Website cannot be
placed on your device. This information is gathered anonymously - it
does not enable us to identify who you are. We use these cookies to

® SOCIAL MEDIA COOKIES: These cookies provide access to social networks
and may collect personal information in relation to your use of these
networks. We have no control over how the social networks may collect
and use your personal information and their use is determined by that
social network.

e GOOGLE cookies: Our Website uses Google cookies provided by Google,
Inc. ("Google"). The Website uses Google Analytics which is a web
analytics service and Google Tag Manager which is a developer and
marketing tool that helps track assets and tags and works in
conjunction with Google Analytics. Google Analytics uses its own
persistent cookie, which expires two years after it is placed on your
computer.
